Eligibility

All work needs to be juried into the show before bringing to the space. Please send images and brief
description and sizes of your work to Lorrie Link at llink@maplegroveartscenter.org

Entries must be original work created solely by the artist and not previously exhibited at Maple Grove
Art Center (MGAC). Both 2D and 3D artwork will be allowed.

All work must be preferably for sale, and preference will be given to those pieces.

All work must stay for the duration of the show.

No copies, class-work, food-items, hazardous materials or fragile work can be accepted.

Show Dates

The show will run from May 1st — May 31st, 2018. The opening night reception is Thursday May 3,
2018 (6.30 pm — 9 pm) and all artists are encouraged to be present and bring family and friends to the
event.

Fee Structure

We encourage you to become a member of Maple Grove Arts Center for a fee of $35 per annum. This
will entitle you to enter up to a maximum of three pieces for a $35 show fee, with a sales commission
of 25% on any pieces sold during the show duration.

Non-members may enter up to 2 pieces for $50 and be subject to a sales commission of 40% on any
resulting sale.

As stated above we prefer all work to be for sale and preference will be given to those artists if the
show is over subscribed.
